Their training in American style dancing came
from Benny and Faith Agbayani and from Eugene and Harriet Ichinose who

inspired and encouraged them to teach as well.

With further inspiration, they went on to take
classes from professional teachers. Kenji Kotozaki was
introduced to them by the Kadomotos. They stayed with
Kotozaki's tutorship for three good years. They also
enhanced their knowledge and training with group lessons
from Akihiro Sugino. The very talented Geoffrey Fells
taught them privately, and the Carreons also enrolled in
his Ladies’ Class and his Style and Technique class.

Greg's most satisfying accomplishment was
having the honor of choreographing a wedding dance
for a beginning student couple while teaching at Manoa
Chapter in July, 2007. This couple was eager to learn the
waltz steps being taught to them. ‘It was such a delight
and satisfaction on our part to see them glide on the dance
floor to the enjoyment of their family, friends, and guests.”
Seeing students enjoy their lessons and executing new
steps properly are most satisfying and admirable to her.
Looking back to the past, her first teaching days actually
began as a Physical Education teacher - teaching simple,
fun dance steps and folk dances to 2nd and 4th graders
before migrating to the U.S. in January, 1968.

technician (OB Department - FBC) at Kapiolani Women’s and
Children’s Medical Center. On the other hand, Danny, a retired
chemist was associated with Kaiser Permanente Cement, a
subsidiary of Kaiser Industries.
